The Logo

The Ecolinc logo is a stylised Growling

Grass Frog (Litoria raniformis), a vulnerable

species which we hope to provide habitat

for in the wetland. The wetland is

encouraging the return of other native

fauna, including a variety of vertebrates

and invertebrates.

The name Ecolinc refers to the links

between the Centre, schools, tertiary

institutions, related government and

environmental organisations and the

community, in relation to sustainable

ecology and a range of ecosystems.

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Innovative education for sustainability

Set within an indigenous landscape featuring a model

wetland designed to intercept and filter stormwater, Ecolinc

showcases ESD (ecologically sustainable design) principles

and incorporates state-of-the-art technology and a large,

well-equipped horticulture facility.

• provides sustainable environmental programs for

students of all ages using the resources of the Bacchus

Marsh area and the technology within the Centre

• conducts sustainable environmental workshops for the

community using the Ecolinc wetland and the ESD

principles of the Centre as demonstration models

• provides professional development programs for

primary and secondary teachers.
